Professional Performance
We have aligned our curriculum with all the six ACGME Core Competencies: patient care; medical knowledge; practice-based learning and improvement; interpersonal and communication skills; professionalism; and systems-based practice. The Universidade Federal de Minas Gerais defines professionalism as diligence, discipline at work, and respect in dealing with patients, peers, professors, and staff. Medical Degree overview:
Our medical degree is composed of a 2-year preclinical period and a 4-year clinical period.   During the four clinical years, the students spend two years in the outpatient setting and two years in the inpatient setting rotating through eight different 3-month clerkships.

·      Internal Medicine training I (ano/semestre)
Description: we allocate (numero de estudantes por preceptor na sua turma) students per team on inpatient wards. In-service training provides medical care to patients admitted for hospital treatment through daily clinical activities and on-call shifts. Consolidation of previously acquired knowledge, with an emphasis on propaedeutic and therapeutic technologies and skills in emergency care for acute conditions and clinical complications.
Scoring system: written tests (30%), OSCEs (30%), and clinical performance (40%).  UFMG does not issue formal class rankings or honors.

·      Clinical Pediatrics training: (ano/semestre)

Description: we allocate (numero de estudantes por preceptor na sua turma) students per team on inpatient wards.  Composed of 10-12 weeks of rounds in the general pediatrics inpatient ward, eight 12-hour shifts in the emergency room, and 4 weeks in the neonatal unit. Comprehensive care for newborns, children, and adolescents and their families, developed through theoretical and practical clinical activities in the hospital component of care, integrated with the activities of the medical residency in Pediatrics, covering Birth Assistance, Neonatal Pediatrics in Joint Accommodation, Neonatal Progressive Care Unit, and Clinical Pediatrics in General Ward and Infectious Disease Ward.
Scoring system: Written tests (30%), OSCEs (30%), and clinical performance (40%).  UFMG does not issue formal class rankings or honors.

·      Surgery training: (ano/semestre) 
Description: we assign (numero de estudantes por preceptor na sua turma) students per team. Composed of ward rounds, OR, and emergency department shifts. In-service training, to provide medical assistance, pre-, peri- and post-operatively, to patients admitted for hospital surgical treatment, through daily clinical-surgical activities and shifts
Scoring system: Written tests (30%), OSCEs (30%), and clinical performance (40%). UFMG does not issue formal class rankings or honors.

·      Gynecology and Obstetrics training: (ano/semestre)
Description: Emergency and outpatient care, at secondary and tertiary levels, for gynecological and obstetric conditions, including emergencies. Clinical, laboratory, and radiological diagnosis in Gynecology and Obstetrics, with supervised training. Practical management of various clinical and surgical situations within the specialty. Assistance with vaginal delivery and peripartum complications. 12-hour shifts (daytime and night time).

Scoring system: Written tests (30%), OSCEs (30%), and clinical performance (40%). UFMG does not issue formal class rankings or honors.

Description: We allocate students to small towns within our state to work as general practitioners for 11-12 weeks. Understanding the processes of territorialization, planning, and situational programming in health. Health policies: SUS, management, policies, and supplementary health systems. Environmental education.
Scoring system: Written tests (60%), and clinical performance (40%). UFMG does not issue formal class rankings or honors.

MEDICAL SCHOOL INFORMATION

The Faculdade de Medicina da Universidade Federal de Minas Gerais (UFMG) is a public medical school in Belo Horizonte, Brazil. Students gain acceptance to our institution by performing well on a national examination (ENEM), which ranks the candidates according to their performance.  Our mission is to train physicians through teaching, research, extension, and other academic activities with an emphasis on ethical and social commitment.
The Hospital das Clínicas da UFMG is a teaching hospital that receives students from our Medical School, Nursing, Pharmacy, Psychology, Nutrition, and Physical Therapy Schools. It mostly serves the underprivileged population of Belo Horizonte and its surroundings, providing free hospital and ambulatory care. Its strengths include infectious diseases (including HIV and tropical diseases), clinical and surgical research, organ transplantation, hematology and oncology, and public health. It has a major commitment to academics and has professionals in all basic, clinical, and surgical medical specialties.

The total duration of our medical course is six years (twelve semesters). The preclinical/basic science period lasts two years (four semesters). The core clinical clerkships and their duration are as follows: Emergency Medicine and Trauma, Obstetrics/Gynecology, Family Medicine, Internal Medicine, Pediatrics, and Surgery, one trimester each. The remaining time is spent in clinical disciplines and electives.

During the Community Health Training course, students are required to spend three months in a rural city with an underserved population, where they learn preventive medicine and deal with specific problems that are relevant to that community.
The Faculdade de Medicina da UFMG grades students in each discipline from A to F: A - 90 to 100; B - 80 to 89; C - 70 to 79; D - 60 to 69; E - 50 to 59; F- below 50. Passing scores are A to D.  After each semester, an average overall grade is calculated on a scale from 1 to 100 based on that semester’s grades.
The school does not require the completion of USMLE Step 1 and 2 for promotion and/or graduation.

The MSPE is written by a professor that is assigned by the Dean. The student is allowed to review the MSPE before transmission.

We do not follow the AAMC “Guidelines for Medical School Regarding Academic Transcripts” as our school is in Brazil, but we do comply with similar guidelines.
